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La Memoria del Agua, la tercera exposicion
individual del artista con Mariane lbrahim y su
primera en México, presenta un nuevo cuerpo de
trabajo inspirado por la naturaleza transformativa
del agua. La obra envuelve una energia emocional
compleja, oscilando entre la contemplaciéon y el
impulso. El resultado es una coleccion de trabajo
qgue define nuevos conductos de su practica;
su firma, el collage, estd presente junto con
una exploracion mas profunda de la ceramica.

Las nuevas cerdmicasa gran escala miden cercade
un metro de altura e introducen capas exteriores
e interiores de material que le dan un nuevo poder
a la obra de Jiménez. Jiménez forma la ceramica
como una manera de adentrarse en una profunda
trascendencia sensorial activada a través del uso
y la memoria del agua. En sus collage Los bafistas
se sumergen y emergen de aguas verdosas, las
nubes se mezclan y desenfocan, y los elementos
se abstraen entre las olas. El artista evoca escenas
y recuerdos de un viaje reciente a las costas
de Quintana Roo, en la peninsula de Yucatan.

La cercania de las figuras en su obra representa
una forma de romper con el aislamiento,
configurando una nueva liberacién. Habiendo
hecho su hogar en el Centro Histérico de la
Ciudad de México poco antes de que comenzara
la pandemia de Covid-19, el artista fue testigo
de la pequefa proximidad entre las personas
que fue interrumpida por el aislamiento de la
pandemia. El artista no fue ajeno a la desconexion
entre el espacio colectivo y el individual, entre el
tumulto del exterior y el silencio de la intimidad
domeéstica, tensién llevada al extremo durante
la alternancia de las normas de confinamiento.

Para Jiménez, el agua es mas que una metafora del
portalatravés delcual se puede alcanzarunestado
de conciencia diferente: es el vehiculo hacia la
liberacioén. Si bien puede comenzar como un acto
de ocio, laexperienciaacuaticase convierteenuna
matriz poderosa para la introspeccién y la verdad.

La Memoria del Agua, the artist’s third solo
exhibition at Mariane lbrahim and his first in
Mexico, presents a new body of work, inspired
by the transformative nature of water. The work
envelopes complex emotional energy, oscillating
betweencontemplationandimpulse. The outcome
is a collection of work that defines new conduits
of his practice; his signature, collage, is present
alongside a deeper exploration into ceramics.

The new large scale ceramics stand over two
feet tall, and introduce exterior and interior
layers of material that give Jiménez’s work a new
power. Jiménez forms the ceramics as a way to
delve into a profound sensorial transcendence
activated through the use and memory of
water. In his collages bathers dive into and
emerge from greenish waters, clouds blend in
and out of focus, and elements are abstracted
between the waves. The artist calls forth scenes
and memories from a recent trip to the coasts
of Quintana Roo, in the Yucatdn peninsula.

The closeness of figures in this new body of
work represent a way to break free of isolation,
shaping a new liberation. Preceding the height
of the pandemic, an element of surprise lingers
when seeing a small proximity between people.
Having made a home in downtown Mexico City
shortly before the Covid-19 pandemic started,
the artist is no stranger to this disconnection
between collective and individual space,
between the tumult of outside and the silence of
domestic privacy, a tension brought to extremes
during alternating confinement regulations.

For Jiménez, water is more than just a metaphor
for the portal through which a different state of
consciousness can be reached: it is the vehicle of
a journey towards liberation. While it can begin as
an act of leisure, the aquatic experience becomes
a powerful matrix for introspection and truth.
